The process begins with your
prospect agreeing to attend a weekend. Then, you have them complete the application. Once
completed, the application, including sponsor information and signature, will need to be mailed to

us with the deposit or full weekend fee.

As part of your commitment to be a sponsor, it is very important that you review the
application with your prospect. Please ask them about special needs or requests. These can be
sleeping arrangements, diet, allergies, or anything they feel they need to be comfortable for the
weekend. We do our best to accommodate all reasonable requests, but it is important to team

planning that we know these things ahead of time.

Make sure you review the spouse information;

and if the spouse is planning to attend, submit both applications at the same time. Generally one
month before the weekends begin, we begin sending confirmation via email or standard mail to

the candidates and sponsors for verification asking that the candidate confirm their attendance,
complete all necessary forms, and return them to us as soon as possible. Also, as part of your

commitment, you should follow up with your candidate after submission of
